Burton is the eighth coach in pro-
gram history and is entering his 
eighth year at the helm of the Texas 
A&M-Commerce women's basket-
ball program. 

During the 2019-20 season, Burton 
became the all-time winningest 
coach in program history. He holds 
the program records for wins, con-
ference wins and winning percent-
age.

During Burton's eight-year tenure, the Lions have finished 
three different seasons with 20 or more wins, and have had a 
winning season in all seven of his seasons, which is a program 
record.

Under Burton, five Lions have been named All Americans. He 
has coached three Freshmen of the Year, three All-Region 
players, 21 All-Conference players and five of his players have 
been named to the All-Defensive Team. Under his tutelage, 
Princess Davis was named LSC Freshman of the Year in 2014-
15 and earned Freshman All-American honors from the WDIIB. 
Jenna Price was named Freshman of the Year in 2016-17.

Burton began his coaching career at A&M-Commerce. He 
was an assistant coach for the men’s team under head coach 
Sam Walker, working in recruiting. The team had a 68-43 re-
cord during his four seasons and Burton helped recruit three 
All-American selections, two LSC Newcomers of the Year, sev-
en All-Conference players and two LSC Freshman of the Year. 
He was promoted to associate head coach in his third season 
and held that position for two years. The team went 37-17 in 
those two years.

Burton then went on to be an assistant coach at Texas State 
for two years before taking a head coaching position at 
McKinney Boyd . He coached there one season  before tak-
ing the position as women’s head basketball coach at Texas 
A&M-Commerce in 2014.

Burton received his BA in Business Admin. and Manage-
ment from Austin College in 2007. He received his MBA from 
A&M-Commerce in 2009.

Burton lives in Commerce with his wife Alexyndra, and their 
son Braylon.

TION TO SOUTHLAND CONFERENCE
• The Southland Conference, following the unanimous approval 
of its presidential Board of Directors, has extended an invitation 
of membership to Texas A&M University-Commerce, the league 
and institution announced Tuesday morning.  The university, a 
longstanding NCAA Division II power located an hour east of 
Dallas, will officially join the Southland on July 1, 2022, and be-
gin a four-year transition into Division I at the same time.
